LEAP is a ykang learning
community for entering University
students.

It consists of two-theskhour aca-
demic courses: one fall semester, and one
spring semester.

You take these courses with the same
professor and classmates, allowing you to
build community.

Together they fulfill two general education
requirements and the Usidivesity
sity requirement.

There are optional linked classes in writ-
ing, library research, major selection, and
service.

LEAP comes in three varieties:

Thematic LEAPs explore the theme of
community and diversity in different ways;

Preprofessional LEAPs do the same thing
within a cohort of students with similar
interests; some areyeaulgéxperiences;
Residence Halls LEAPs allow residential stu-

dents to take both their LEAP and writing
courses on site.

All LEAPs connect you to the wider LEAP
community that offers:

Experienced Peer Advisors in your classes;
Social and service activities;

Academic advising and early spring semester
registration;

Scholarships and awards;
A chance to become a Peer Advisor;

Access to the LEAP House.
